2. What   do   you   think   Jesus   meant   when   He   said,   Love   your   neighbor   as   yourself”?   How   do   you   try   
to   live   this   out   in   your   life?   

  
3.   What   did   God   tell   Abraham   to   do?   What   do   you   think   that   was   like   for   Him?   What   does   it   mean   

to   be   sent   to   your   neighborhood?   
  

4. How   has   God   called   you   to   be   a   blessing?   What   does   it   mean   for   Christians   to   be   a   blessing   
where   they   currently   are?   
  

5. How   has   God   worked   through   you   in   the   past   to   help   a   neighbor?
