4. How   have   we   been   redeemed?   What   should   our   response   be   to   God’s   redemption   over   our  
lives?   
  

5. Who   is   one   person   that   you   need   to   forgive?   Or   who   is   someone   to   whom   you   need   to   show  
mercy?
